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The Important Role of Sui Yangdi

in the Course of Integrating the Southern and Northern Cultures

Abstract : Sui Geozu, thefirst emperor of the Sui Dynasty , unified China militarily and political2
ly, but hefailed to merge the Shandong aristocracy and the Jiangzuo nobility. Infact , he attacked
them and suppressed their cultures. Sui Yangdi , Sui Geozu' s successor , reversed this dtuation by
absorbing and integrating the Shandong culture and Jiangzuo culture. In addition, Sui Yangdi
combined the merits of the southern and northern poetry styles and achieved consderable success
in hisown poetry writing. He paved the way for poetry development in the Early and High Tang.
